Professionals are not eligible for 

awards.  Standings will be posted at each 

show and at the farm’s website 

 camelotfarm.org.  Prizes will be awarded 

at the final show on Nov 14th.  

Classes will run in order of the class number.  

Leadline will go first, and we will end the day 

with training jumpers.  Flat/under saddle classes 

will run after respective divisions.
